FLOAT  GUIDELINES  AND RULES 
 

¶ Floats may arrive no earlier than 1:00 P.M.   

 

¶ All floats being judged must be in their staging area and ready to be judged by 3:00 P.M.  

 

¶ Children riding on floats or serving as part of the float display must be on their float by 3:00 P.M. 

 

¶ All other floats must be in their staging area by 4:00 p.m. 

 

¶ Floats must be a minimum of 15 ft. in length and must be able to keep up with the flow of the parade. 

 

¶ Small trailers with people on them are not permitted. 

 

¶ Only floats of non-profit groups will be judged, and the float divisions are: 

 

- Church Groups 

- Youth Groups 

- Service Clubs 

- Schools 

- Music (Must be holiday music played at a reasonable volume). 

 

¶ This yearôs theme is ñHolidays of the Futureò; however, the theme is not part of the judging criteria.  

Therefore, any non-profit float will be allow ed to be judged in the above-noted categories. 

 

¶ Music must be holiday-related and played at a reasonable level.  All music will be monitored by the parade 

coordinators and any music deemed by parade officials, in their sole discretion, to be inappropriate in theme, 

volume or both may result in the float being removed from the parade. 

 

¶ Each eligible float will be judged on: 

 

- Artistic merit 

- Creativity 

- Costumes 

 

¶ Judging will begin at 3:00 P.M.  Please note that because of strict time limitations, judges may not be able to 

watch your floatôs entire performance.  Judges will only come around once for judging.  1
st
 & 2

nd
 Place trophies 

will be awarded for each division.  Trophies will be handed out at the staging areas once the judging is completed.  

1
st
 Place banners will be given to all first place winners to be displayed during the parade.  The banners are to be 

turned in at the end of the parade at Myrtle St. 

 

¶ Prior to the parade, all registered participants will be contacted by phone, mail or e-mail and be given information 

on where to enter the parade area, staging and specific instructions about check in. 

You will be assigned and provided with a number.  You must display these numbers in the windshield of all your 

vehicles to gain entry to the parade route. 

 

¶ THROWING  OF CANDY IS STRICTLY  PROHIBITED .  ANY ORGANIZATION  DISOBEYING  THIS 

RULE WILL  NOT BE PERMIT TED TO PARTICIPATE  IN NEXT YEARôS PARADE. 

 

¶ THERE WILL BE NO  REGISTRATION THE NIGHT OF THE PARADE.  

 

¶ UNREGISTERED GROUPS WILL NOT BE PERMITTED TO MARCH IN THE PARADE.

¶ All f ire trucks must arrive no later than 3:00 p.m. 

 

¶ Only two fire trucks per Fire Company are permitted in the parade.  
 

¶ Each truck will be assigned and provided with a number.  This number must be displayed in the 

windshields of all your trucks to gain entry to the parade route, and this number must remain in the 

windshield during the parade. 

 

¶ This yearôs theme is ñHolidays of the Futureò. 

 

¶ Each fire truck will be judged on: 

 

- Creativity 

- Uniform or costumes of participants on the truck 

- Music  

 

¶ Judging will take begin at 3:00.  1
st
 & 2

nd
 Place trophies will be awarded.  Trophies will be handed out at 

the staging areas once the judging is completed. 

 

¶ Prior to the parade, all registered participants will be contacted by phone, mail or e-mail and be given 

information on where to enter the parade area, staging and specific instructions about check in. 

 

¶ Fire truck drivers must stay with their vehicle at all times and be prepared to move them at any time.
